Wednesday, July 6, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Black Earth Municipal Building, 1210 Mills St.  
Call to Order the Village Board by Village President
Recitation of Pledge of Allegiance

1) Confirmation of Quorum and Roll Call of Members of the Village Board
2) Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws
3) Public Comment (Limit 3 minutes per person.) – None.
4) Discussion/action on Village Board Meeting Minutes from June 7, 2011 – Discussion of the changes to the minutes Pat Frey requested previously to the meeting.  
Motion to approve the minutes by J. Myers, seconded by R. Bratton.  Motion carries.
5) Discussion/action on Planning Commission Recommendation for a Conditional Use Permit for a Chicken Coop and Chickens at 1 Horseshoe Lane – Discussion of slaughtering chickens and the enclosed coop/building.  Discussion of the amount of chickens allowed.  Discussion of the time limit for the Conditional Use Permit.
Dolores and Tom Hosking – Their main concern is about coyotes and the chickens bringing them closer to the house.  Discussion of raccoons and waste from the chicken coop.  Discussion of the distance from the other neighbors.  Discussion of the area being in the flood plain.  

Motion to send back to the Planning Commission and verify where the coop is being located in regards to Dane County’s rule to prohibit buildings within 300ft of a navigable waterway and would also see what the plan is for waste removal, by P. Troge and seconded by R. Bratton.  Motion carries.
6) Discussion/action/presentation on the Centurion Bike Ride – Same course as last year, but there is a difference in the schedule between the short loop.  The same location as last year will be the aid station and they will contact the property owner to have it there again.  They will start the ride at 7am.  Discussion of the need for the Sheriff’s Department or Public Works.  Local charity groups should be notified to participate.  
7) Discussion/action/presentation by Village Engineer Brian Berquist on Hall, Wellington & Center Street Project Final Payment and Final Assessment Report and the Nicole Court to Red Hawk Subdivision Pathway Project – Discussion of documents to close out the project.  $30,000 under the contract bid.  The change order will need to be approved.  Discussion of manhole covers, the cracked curb and using an epoxy grout to cover the cracks for a $75 credit per crack.  Brian recommends an agreement to the change order.  $685.50 change order included in the final payment.
Motion to approve the change order by J. Myers, seconded by P. Troge.  Motion carries.  
Motion to approve the final payment of $5,027.86 by J. Myers, seconded by R. Bratton.  Motion carries.

Discussion of a lower tax assessment than the original assessment.  There will be a rebate on the assessment.  

Motion to approve the final assessment reports by J. Myers and seconded by R. Bratton.  Motion carries.

Discussion of the company that provided the bid for the Nicole Ct. to Red Hawk Subdivision Pathway Project.  The work quote does not include any work by the Public Works Department.  Discussion of the bidding process.  Brian recommends to give the bid to Finks.  The construction will wait until August 15th.  The project will be done by two weeks given weather delays.  Keep in mind the 10% number, it does not include legal fees by Village Attorney Millonzi.  Discussion of holding back.  

Motion to award the 2011 Nicole Court to Center Street Subdivision Pathway Project for the amount of $14,490 by J. Myers and seconded by P. Troge.  Motion carries.  

8) Discussion/action on the Nomination for Heather Schomber the New Library Committee Member – Discussion of the new member to the Library Board.
9) Discussion/action on the Paddock Ditch – The ditch is in the village right of way for Hall Street.  Historically it has been an informal drainage way.  It does pond because it is very flat.  The removing of the silt can be done, but it hasn’t been a priority of past boards.  Is it the Village’s responsibility?  Yes, it is to the extent the village wants it done.  Dane County has the right equipment for the job.  Not a small effort, 600 feet or so of digging.  Brian can get an idea of what it would cost.
