Tuesday, June 7, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Black Earth Municipal Building, 1210 Mills St.  
Call to Order the Village Board by Village President
Recitation of Pledge of Allegiance

1) Confirmation of Quorum and Roll Call of Members of the Village Board
2) Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws
3) Public Comment (Limit 3 minutes per person.) – None.
4) Discussion/action on Planning Commission Recommendation for the Cell Phone Tower Proposal – 
· Eric Ripp - Has a petition of the people that does not want the tower between two budding developments.  Not against a tower, but it should not be near houses.  Strong words and emotion in that citizens don’t want it.  

· Kimberly Ammundson – Was recently interested in purchasing a lot in the two subdivisions, but with the tower there she will not live there.  Nobody knows what the health effects of cell phones are.

· Jeff Sprain – Wants to support the recommendation of the Planning Commission.  The tower would lessen property values and ascetics.  
· Ryan Reader – Wants to speak in facts.  He works in the telecommunication infrastructure business.  There is a boom in technology and a push to get coverage.  Dane County is wanting to establish their communication system and they will be much less restrictive for towers outside the Village and the Village would have no say over the placement.

· Robert Stapleton – Talked with Dane County Planning regarding increasing coverage in the area.  There is the potential of locating on existing assets or new assets.  AT&T is looking at working with the Village and not to impose themselves on the community.  They are seeing a rash of new applications because of the new technology.  Discussion of co-location on existing structures and Dane County could locate there also.
· Mary Hall – Discusses other property that is available outside of and North of the Village.  

· Pat Frey – The motion is specific to Tower Heights Hill/Park.  Customers need towers, but they should be done smartly.  He would like to thank Robert Stapleton for looking at alternative sites.

· Pat Troge – Discussion of an EMR study to measure the impact of the tower and an independent housing assessment study.  Towers are all over and to make sure everyone has knowledge these studies should cover their concerns.

· Robert Stapleton – The price of the revenue sharing will be discussed.  There will be a formal proposal to the Village for revenue sharing.

· Pat Frey – He has an issue with future sales and devaluation of property due to cell phone towers placed in a subdivision.

· Ryan Reader – Discussion of the Telecom Act of 1996.

· Pat Troge – Discussion of the Dane Com System and maintaining of the towers for the system.

· Robert Stapleton – Discussion of another Wisconsin municipality and their issues with placing a cell phone tower.

· Pat Frey – Wants to do other studies and situational issues, like placing a balloon up where the top of the cell phone tower would be.

· Beth Marty – If the tower is a monopole, could it be located anywhere else in the park?

· Robert Stapleton – If there is an opportunity or geographic ability to change placement they would.  The whole tower compound would be 40 ft by 50 ft.  

· Justine Myers – People would like to see another site, has anyone found out where else in the Village it would be placed.  Wants to agree on another site.  

· Pat Frey – The Planning Commission didn’t decide for or against the Community Park site.
Motion to table the Planning Commission’s recommendation with additional information being required from AT&T in regards to real estate property, an EMR study, a formal lease amount from revenue sharing and a new tower location in the park conservancy or another location in the Village.     by P. Troge and seconded by J. Myers.  Motion carries.
5) Discussion/action/presentation on Horribly Hilly Hundred Bike Ride – No changes to the route.  There was a miscommunication last year regarding supplies being left.  The promoters assure that it won’t happen again.  Nothing is required from the Village.  Question of any additional facilities being placed at Veterans Park.  The ride will place water tanks at the park.  The Village would request additional port – o – potties being placed if a large amount of people are riding.  Discussion of issues with the intersection of Mills and Madison Streets and traffic.  
6) Discussion/action/presentation by Captain Anhalt of the Dane County Sherrif’s Office – Wanted to place a face with a name.  Taking over field services for the Dane County Sheriff’s Office.  Discussion of safe communities med drop box.  Discussion of the good relationship between the officers and the community.  
7) Discussion/action/presentation on New Village Speed Board Sign – Presentation by Decker Supply on speed boards and traffic safety products.  Discussion of mounting brackets.  Discussion of cost effectiveness.  Discussion of solar power and fully charging of the battery.  Discussion of 12 inch and 17 inch models for speed recognition by motorists.  ¼ inch heavy casing for signs.  Tracks data of traffic and can be placed in stealth mode.  Reduce speed by 3 to 6 miles per hour almost immediately.  Four different time clocks for different recording times during the day.  
8) Discussion/action/presentation by Brian Berquist of Town & Country Engineering on the Hall, Remington and Center Street Project and the 2011 Sidewalk Improvements – Brian Berquist of Town and Country Engineering is hoping to have the final bill, G. Fox the contractor is getting bills from subcontractors.  The price will come out around $25,000 less than the bid price.  Brian will get the information to the Board at the July meeting.  Assessments will be under the preliminary assessment.  The punch list will be completed and has been walked by Brian and Tony.  Discussion of the Center Street sidewalk extension and the Red Hawk to Nicole Court pathway.  Brian has sent out bids and they will be back by the 23rd of July.  The project will need to wait until after the 15th of August to remove the bushes along the project.  Brian will separate out the different projects and their costs.
