VILLAGE OF BLACK EARTH VILLAGE BOARD MEETING
Tuesday, September 6, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Black Earth Municipal Building, 1210 Mills St.  
Call to Order the Village Board by Village President
Recitation of Pledge of Allegiance

1) Confirmation of Quorum and Roll Call of Members of the Village Board – P. Troge, B. Marty, T. Esser, P. Frey, J. Coyle and R. Bratton.
2) Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws
3) Public Comment on Items Not on the Agenda (Limit 3 minutes per person.) – None.
4) Discussion/action/presentation on Cell Phone Tower by Robert Stapleton of National Wireless – Motion to postpone discussion on agenda item #4 until Mr. Stapleton arrives by P. Troge and seconded by T. Esser.  Motion carries.
Robert Stapleton discussing a memo from Dane County Planning and Zoning regarding proliferation of cell phone towers.  Discussion of Community Park as an alternative site, however it is on a flood plain and a flood way.  The tower in the park would be 267 feet high, self sufficient standing and lit during night and day.  Reading from the memo that was written by Dane County Zoning and Planning.  Discussion of the ramifications of Dane County’s memo by P. Troge.  R. Stapleton describing the reasoning behind the increase in building of cell phone towers.  R. Stapleton discussing a no service aspect of AT&T between Cross Plains and Middleton.  They are in negotiations with Cross Plains and Mt. Horeb for towers.  Questions regarding height of towers and co-locating of carriers.

Mary Hall 1018 Nicole Court – Wants to know about lighting and what would happen if the FAA notified AT&T that they would have to put lights on the tower after it is built.  

R. Stapleton says that if the tower is above 200 ft. it must be lit, if someone decides to build a heliport or a paved landing strip then a tower under 200 feet that is not lit would be lit.  If the FAA makes AT&T light a tower under 200 feet it would be a red strobe light.  

Scott Hall 1018 Nicole Court – Even though the Community Park site is not in the middle of the Village it will be lit and people will see it.  

R. Stapleton discussing strobe lights versus red light.
Motion to table this issue until the Village receives more information from Dane County by P. Troge and seconded by P. Frey.  Motion carries.         

5) Discussion/action on Village Board Minutes from August 3, 2011 Village Board Meeting – Motion to approve the Village Board Minutes from August 2, 2011 by P. Frey and seconded by R. Bratton.  Motion carries, T. Esser abstaining.
6) Discussion/action on Paddock Ditch – Discussion of letter from Brian Berquist Village Engineer regarding the cost of maintaining the ditch by Dane County.  Tony Danz is getting numbers from Boehnen to compare the two.  Discussion of if the project was in the scope of the Village’s ability to do.  Discussion of the issues concerning the ditch, costs of maintenance and type of maintenance needed and necessary.  The Board would like to invite Mr. Paddock to the next meeting.   
Motion to table the issue until the Village Board gets more information regarding numbers and costs by P. Frey and seconded by P. Troge.  Motion carries.
7) Discussion/action on Ordinance on Number of Dogs Per Residence – Discussion of what limit there is for large animals per residence.  Discussion of policies from other municipalities that could be gathered and used.  If the resident would like to file a complaint, the police could go over and see if the dogs are licensed and if they are not, it would be a police matter that would include fines.  
8) Discussion/action on Intergovernmental Agreement Between Dane County and Other Municipalities within Dane County Creating a County-Wide Interoperable VHF Based Emergency Radio System Know as “DaneCom” – Discussion of the tentative agreement between government entities and Dane County.  Discussion of the cost to the Village for the program and maintenance costs.  Questions regarding frequencies and if the Village owns a frequency and if the Village would have to give that frequency to DaneCom.  
Motion to table this item to the next Village Board meeting when more information is available by P. Frey and seconded by P. Troge.  Motion carries.

Motion to revisit agenda item #4 now the Mr. Stapleton has arrived by P. Troge and seconded by B. Marty.  Motion carries.  
9) Discussion/action on Budget Timeline for 2012 Village Budget – Discussion of the timeline as an informational item only.  
10) Discussion/action on Grievance Procedure for the Municipality – Discussion of the grievance procedure in relation to Act 10 of the Governor’s Budget.  Discussion of the sample grievance procedure and it has to be instituted by October 1st.  Discussion of the Board approving the short form template of the grievance procedure.  
Motion to accept the sample grievance procedure and use it as a template for the Village of Black Earth pending the appropriate information be inserted and approval by the Village’s legal counsel by P. Frey and seconded by P. Troge.  Motion carries.
