MINUTES - Village of Black Earth Parks, Grounds & Recreations Committee

February 15, 2012 – Black Earth Municipal Building, 1210 Mills Street, at 6:00 p.m.

1. Call to Order Parks, Grounds and Recreations Committee member by Chair Beth Marty, Roll Call of Members of the Parks, Grounds & Recreations Committee and Confirmation of Quorum

2. Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws
  
3. Discussion/action on Veteran’s Park maintenance (Bathroom floors, Grounds – No chemical treatment, etc.) – Discussing the bid to refinish the bathroom floors, Tony will re-bid the work with Wisconsin Industrial Services and Equipment.  Asking when it would be safe to use the product.  Tony responding possibly the end of March, first part of April for the project.  Asking to check in to other businesses for bids.  Tony says that the cost is $2,480 for the product.  Asking where the money will come from.  From the maintenance line item.  Discussing aerating and over seeding Veterans Park and contacting companies to use their organic treatments.  Asking how many years it is for the organic treatment.  Discussion of not letting the park get away and having to use more chemicals.  Can use organic fertilizer.  Discussion of timeline for products to be applied during the season.  Talking about the second phase of Veterans Park.  Good on roofing and no other maintenance for Veterans Park.   

4. Discussion/action on Benches for Community Park – Asking where the benches would go.  Tony responding that the benches would go around the ball diamond and that the Village has two wood bleachers.  $1,169 for a four row, fifteen foot long aluminum bleacher.  Where would the funds come from?  From the park maintenance fund.  Discussing taking from the ball diamond maintenance.  Jerry Barsness uses every dollar of that line item.  How long ago was the last one purchased?  Four years ago.  Tony will get the hard numbers.  
Motion to purchase one bleacher for Community Park, not to exceed $1,500 including shipping by P. Frey and seconded by R. Bratton.  Motion carries.   

5. Discussion/action on items related to Sunny Field and Tower Hill Park – Tony discussing clearing brush at Tower Hill Park each year.  Discussion of picnic tables and placing them in the parks and green spaces around the Village.  Asking how much money is in the Cans For Cans fund.  

6. Update on Spring/Summer Recreation program – Planning on having the bus again.  The bus went 8 times for two months.  Had a better turnout.  Asking of the price of admission should be $2 per person instead of the current $1 per person.  Advertising in the newsletter, website, flyers, and library.  One day a week is enough.  Work with library and police department.  

7. Additional Information that can be brought before this committee – P. Frey discussing the ball diamond issue of maintenance.  The school will pay for lime and there will be a formal agreement process that will use a memo of understanding.
