1. Call to Order Parks, Grounds and Recreations Committee member by Chair Beth Marty, Roll Call of Members of the Parks, Grounds & Recreations Committee and Confirmation of Quorum – All present

2. Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws

Motion to move agenda item #3 to after agenda item #6 by B. Marty and seconded by R. Howard.  Motion carries.  

3. Discussion/action on Baseball Diamond Fence – Superintendent of Public Works Tony Danz discussing the history of the fence near the access road.  The concrete has heaved out of the ground by the frost.  Public Works can handle the issue.  Jerry got a quote to repair the fence.  Discussing baseball practice times.  Almost $1,000 for the quote to repair the fence.  Maybe the posts will be moved and replaced.  Direct Administrator to create work order for Tony of Public Works to complete the project.  

4. Discussion/action on Slide at Park in Red Hawk Subdivision – Tony discussed the slide that does not meet standards for safety.  It will be removed and replaced with another slide that is approved of.  Options by the manufacturer were going to be e-mailed to Tony by the equipment representative.  Discussion of the verification and reimbursement form.  Discussion of other slides and whether to purchase the slide or the whole unit.  Asking what other options are and what the cost of the slide would be and if the Village purchases the slide or the whole unit.  Discussing the slalom wave slide, the old unit is the slider.  Discussing removing the unit to prevent liability to the Village.  Discussion of having the administrator create a work order for Tony to remove the slide.  Discussing having at least the slide portion removed if not the whole unit.  Contact Heffron to see who put the slide in.  Discussion of handicapped swing to be place in the park in Red Hawk.  Discussion of cash back or credit towards a different unit by the manufacturer.  
Motion to table item #4 until the next meeting by B. Marty and seconded by R. Bratton.  Motion carries.

5. Additional Information that can be brought before this committee – Discussion of $756.81 in cans for cans line item.  Polished floors, colors could be redish pink.  Agregate was done at the same time.  Bill was $2,700 or so for the work.  Doyle thatched the parks, aerate the parks soon and over seed within the next two weeks.

6. Discussion/action/presentation by Representative of the Wisconsin Heights Youth Baseball Organization – Questions about putting a fence up around the field to make it look like a ball field.  Wondering if the Village would help pay for it.  Used for 6 to 10 year olds.  Have plastic safety fence that can be pulled up at the end of the year and drop down if a kid ran into the fence.  Discussion of maintenance of the field.  Cost between $600 and $700 for the fence which would be 4 or 3 ft high.  Not orange colored but green in color for the fence and the fence would be just short of the playground.  The youth baseball organization would like to have the port-o-potty closer to the field.  They would like to have it behind the pine tree on the railroad side.  Discussing the budget for port-o-potty rentals at $1,000.  Went over budget last year.  Discussion of the rentals in the parks.  Discussion of separating the rentals with one closed to the ball diamond and the other near the shelter of Community Park.  Discussion of the receiver in the ground for the ball diamond fence.  Don Oscar may have had a provision in his will to donate money to the baseball diamond to have a shed for equipment and a small concession stand.  Where to put it.  Take the bleachers out directly behind the backstop.  Scoreboard on the big field has blacked out multiple times.  Contact Ralph to see if there is a short in the system.  Discussion of fixing the issue.  Is it a power problem or a function problem?  Asking if a tech from the scoreboard company will check it out.   The Shoe Box might know.  Start with Jerry to solve the issue.  Discussion if youth organization has the money to contribute to the fence project.  Discussion of the cost of a permanent fence and reasons to have a permanent fence.  Discussion of costs, funding, fundraising and budget for fencing.  Discussion of concession stand and road to be fixed at the same time.
