a. Chip Sealing 2016.  Parrell/Pritchett motioned to approve the 2016 Chip Sealing for Webb Street, Horseshoe Circle and Williams Way to be done by Scott Construction in the total amount of $11,444.00 and to have this go before the Village Board.  Motion passes.  
b. Water testing.  Water testing up-to-date.

c. Water complaints.  Couple of complaints from Horseshoe Circle and Stephanie Court.  The lines have been flushed to address those complaints.
d. Main St. trees.  Have already removed a couple of grates from the trees that were overgrown and will be adding fresh red gravel to put around the trees to spruce them up.  Might consider removing the larger trees that are causing issues and replace them with something else.  Will bring this to EDC for them to discuss with their Streetscape project.  
e. Red Hawk pond maintenance.  Parrell/Troge motioned to approve the Red Hawk pond maintenance, renting a machine to accomplish that task.  Motion passes.  
11. Discussion/Action on Public Works equipment needs.  Lift Station grate to be cleaned; street sweeper has been repaired and is back in business; equipment replacement plan added to the equipment list.
