1. Call to Order by Committee Chairman Esser and Roll Call.  Call to order by Esser at 6:25 p.m.  – James Coyle, Joan Turk, Rod Howard, Lisa Wendt and Troy Esser were present, quorum present. Also attending Shellie Benish.
2. 3. Discuss/Action on Minutes from June 15th, 2016 – Motion to approve by Coyle/Esser –carried.
4. Discussion/Update 2016 Parks Budget – S. Benish went over budget report, highlighted starting budget for Parks, expenses to date and current balance remaining. 
5. Discussion/Action/Update Parks Project List
a. Update JB Field Fence Repair – Has been completed by Qual line.
b. Update Community Park Small Diamond Fence Repair – Qual line to work on first base line, most likely will be back to do additional post work.
c. Update JB Field and Community Park Ball Diamond Infield Sand Purchase and installation – Sand was purchased and put down on both fields.
d. Discussion/Action/Update JB Field Concession Stand Serving Counter Door Replacement – Currently door is secure, to be replaced after season.
e. Discussion/Action/Update Sunny Park Sidewalk Installation – Received bids from two vendors Fink’s at $5.90 per square foot, Bladow at $5.00 per square foot. Motion to use Bladow for JB Park dugout, Community Park bleacher, Park pad/Walk in for Sunnyfield Park with modifications to 38 feet and cement work at Ripp Meadows with cost not to exceed $6,000 Esser/Coyle – carried.
f. Update Basketball Court Repair – Midwest Seal Coat will complete this work after the tennis court has been completed.
g. Update Tennis Court Repair – Midwest Seal Coat redid post holes, sleeves are in, power wash court to be completed 7/21, concrete and cracks to be started week of 7/25. Tennis court will also be used for Pickleball – can the lines be painted using the current net.
6. Discussion/Action/Update Ripp Meadows Park Playground Installation – Ross Loger will excavate park, equipment comes in the week of August 15th. Tree removal not necessary, if want them gone, cut them down. Have Gerber install driving wheel at Veterans Park after completing Ripp Meadows Park.
7. Update Red Hawk Park Sign Installation – Sign looks good, done.
8. Discussion/Workshop/Action Community Park Trash Location & Landscaping – Remove dumpster and provide 2-3 totes and have PW take care of trash like they do at the other parks. To be discussed further with Holly Olson. Landscaping at Community Park removed dead bushes, make an agenda item for next meeting.
9. Discussion/Action/Workshop of Village of Black Earth CORP Plan – motioned to approve with minor changes to go to Village Board Turk/Howard - carried
10. Discussion/Action/Workshop of Village of Black Earth CORP Plan 2016 Projects
a. Veteran’s Park Merry-Go-Round area, garbage can replacement and other landscaping – do NOT want pedestal type garbage cans; Merry-Go-Round would like to remove along with the bricks replace with tables and/or benches-no plan at this time, allow families to purchase benches and/or shrubs; landscaping, remove rock and replace with mulch and tree guard. Discuss with PW staff to decide if they can do it or if it should be contracted. Replace urinal and toilets in men’s room add as an agenda item.
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]Community Park shelter roof & side repair – Waiting on bids to come in.
c. Sunny Field garbage can replacement – Stump removal, can only be grind to ground level; family would like to purchase bench; replace all garbage cans at the same time.
d. Red Hawk lot acquisition – Heffron would sell for $45,000, lots across from Hwy. 78, Heffron says make an offer. Will continue to research whether or not the property can actually be useful.
e. Water Tower Park clean-up – Tree/vegetation is in the process of clearing and spraying for weeds. Being monitored by Public Works.
