MINUTES
1.  Call Public Hearing to Order/Roll Call:  Village Board President Pat Troge called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.  Those in attendance upon roll call: Pritchett, Coyle, Miller, Troge, Parrell, Turk.  Esser absent. Quorum present.  Also present: Shellie Benish, Clerk/Treasurer and Natalie Rew, auditor.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Recited
3. Proof of Posting: A copy of the notice was delivered to the following on 5/29/2015 faxed to the News Sickle Arrow, the official newspaper for the Village; posted at the Black Earth Municipal Building and Black Earth Post Office, posted on the Black Earth Web Page (www.blackearthwisconsin.com) and faxed for posting to the State Bank of Cross Plains – Black Earth Branch

4.  Discussion/Action on Resolution 2015-8 Declaring the Village’s intent to reimburse expenditures for Clean Water Fund and Safe Drinking Water Project on Center St. application.  Parrell/Miller motioned to approve Resolution 2015-8 Declaring the Village’s intent to reimburse expenditures for the Clean Water Fund and Safe Drinking Water Project.  Motion passes.
5.  Discussion/Action on 2014 Annual Audit report presented by Wegner CPA’s, Natalie Rew representative.

Independent Auditor’s Report states that we have a “clean opinion”, meaning that the financial statement presents fairly.  Books are significantly cleaner this year than previous years.  Booked 23 adjusted journal entries, many of which can be done by Shellie throughout the year in the future.  There were only 4 clean-up entries.  Internal Controls: Lots of changes in procedures, including reviews and approvals, have been implemented in the last year.  Revenues and Operating Expenditures are consistent.  The electrical and sewer are running at a deficit.  Rate Studies should take care of that once they are finalized.  Discussed the Fund Balance, including both restricted and assigned.  Many accounts have borrowed from other accounts and haven’t paid them back yet.  GASB68 requires the pension liability to be recorded on financial statements.  WRS is supposed to provide this information, but they are backed up.  Therefore this part of the audit will be compiled manually.
6.  Discussion/Action License Applications:
a. Class “B” retailers licenses beer & liquor: Sharon’s Enterprises: The Shack; Jon & Lori Abing: Black Earth Lanes: Parrell/Turk motioned to approve the Class B retailer’s licenses for beer and liquor for The Shack and Black Earth Lanes.  Motion passes.
b. Class “A” retailer’s licenses beer & liquor, P & G Gas Company, LLC - BP Station; Premier Cooperative; Party Mavens, LLC - Vintage Liquors: Parrell/Miller motioned to approve the Class A retailer’s licenses for beer and liquor for P&G Gas Company, Premier Cooperative and Party Mavens, LLC.  Motion passes.
c. Two (2) year operator’s licenses: Patricia Michels; Susan Meigs -  Vintage Liquors; Kaitlyn Severson; Austin Fisk - Premier Coop; Amber Brings; Holli Harrington – The Shack; Bonnie Herring; Kristin Sutcliffe – Black Earth Lanes

Troge/Parrell motioned to approve Two (2) year operator’s licenses for 1, 2, 3 and 4 names as previously listed.  Motion passes.
d. Cigarette & Tobacco licenses: Premier Coop; Party Mavens – Vintage Liquors; Sharon’s Enterprises – The Shack.  Will check with Kartman concerning the Coop’s possible “failure” after selling tobacco to underage individuals.  Will check on P&G Gas Companies tobacco application.

Troge/Pritchett motioned to approve the tobacco license for the 3 stated parties under section d and P & G Gas if they did apply.  Motion passes.
e. Street Use Application: Black Earth Lanes for Classic Car Night & Festival, August 30, 2015 3-8 pm.  

Concerns include the following: Is the intention to sell alcohol in the street.  If so, it needs to be fenced in.  And how do the neighbors feel about it and have they been notified. 
Troge/Parrell motioned to approve the Street Use Application for the Classic Car Show Night & Festival for Black Earth Lanes on August 30th, 2015.  Motion passes.
7.  Committee Reports:
a. Vanguard Commission (Pat Troge): The last meeting was on May 19, 2015.  It was a quick meeting, approval of some past minutes, approved payment of bills, superintendent’s report included discussion about the new plow attachment, discussion on locates, hired a new employee as a lineman, Wade Bentley.  Next meeting is scheduled for June 17th, 2015 at 6:30pm in Black Earth. 
b. Black Earth Fire District (Pat Troge):  It was a quick meeting, discussion on control burning bans, received a 50/50 grant from the DNR with regards to grassfire equipment, discussion with regards to radios.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 2nd, 2015 at 6:30 pm.
c. Dane-Iowa Wastewater Commission (Ted Pritchett):  The last meeting was on May 21, 2015.  It was a short meeting, elected officers, phosphorous permit discharge presentation, paid bills, no violations.  The next meeting is scheduled for June 18th, 2015 at 6:30 pm at Mazomanie.
d. EMS Committee (JoAn Turk):  She missed the meeting, but spoke with Jim afterwards.  Business as usual, elected officers, went over finances and paid bills, there was an employee health insurance change from Group Health to Unity, looking ahead to get a new ambulance in the future.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 9th, 2015.
e. Police Committee (James Coyle):  The last meeting was on May 20th.  Public comments about people blowing stop signs on Center and Thorson and about people burning inside the village limits, more discussion about the passing zone outside of Red Hawk, spring recreations did bingo and bowling, ALERT training with the Dane County Library System and scheduled for more training on hostage negotiating school shooting training.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 15th, 2015 at 5:30pm.
f. Library Committee (Ted Pritchett).  The last meeting was on April 21, 2015. Paid bills, summer programs were discussed, Dane County Library had come out and had done their on-site visit, purchased a new computer.  The next meeting is scheduled for June 15th, 2015 at 7:00pm.
g. Public Works Committee: (Tom Parrell):  The last meeting was on May 11, 2015.  Public Works budget detail, quarterly report for open/closed work orders, lead labor job description was approved, approved the purchase of a salt spreader for the new plow truck, approved seal coating bids for the Ripp subdivision, street sweeper is out of commission and was approved sell it.  It has since been sold for parts. The next meeting is scheduled for June 8th, 2015 at 6:00 pm.  Coyle requested that the gutters be cleaned out on a regular basis, particularly after the rains.
h. Plan Commission (Tom Parrell):  The last meeting was on May 18th, 2015.  Approved the Mazomanie Music Conservancy request to place a transmitter building within the water tower park and to place an antennae on the water tower ladder.  Approval to be taken to the board.  Discussed making changes to the Village Ordinance to allow the keeping of bees and chickens. The next meeting is scheduled for June 15th, 2015 at 6:00pm.  
i. IT Committee (Troy Esser): None
j. Parks Committee (Troy Esser):  The last meeting was on May 28, 2015.  Esser was appointed to the chair, 2015 recreational calendar is still in progress, swim bus is likely to be canceled due to poor attendance, talked about plans for Ripp Meadow Park, in progress of planning ball diamond and park specific projects. The next meeting is scheduled for June 10, 2015 at 6:30pm.
k. Economic Development (Ted Pritchett):   The last meeting was on May 27, 2015.  Appointed Pritchett as the chair, presentation by Vandewalle, pretty fair turn out of other local businessmen.  The next meeting is scheduled for June 24th, 2015 at 6:30pm.

Clerk Report: Civic Systems presentation; Rate Case update; Board of Review-June 4; Recycling grant; Act 274 update; Electronic Recycling date, July 18th from 9 am to 11 am, Street Sweeper update; Meeting pay update; Village office has new artwork by Luci Shirek and will possibly getting some more from the schools and other artists in the area.
