PUBLIC HEARING  
PRELIMINARY ASSESSMENT – CENTER ST.
1. Call Public Hearing to Order/Roll Call Village Board President Pat Troge called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Those in attendance upon roll call: Pritchett, Coyle, Louis-Reindl, Troge, Esser, Turk. Tom Parrell – absent. Quorum present. Also present: Shellie Benish, Administrator/Clerk/Treasurer
2. Pledge of Allegiance Recited
3. Proof of Posting: A copy of the notice was delivered to the following on 7/8/2016 faxed to the News Sickle Arrow, the official newspaper for the Village; posted at the Black Earth Municipal Building and Black Earth Post Office, posted on the Black Earth Web Page (www.blackearthwisconsin.com) and faxed for posting to the State Bank of Cross Plains – Black Earth Branch
4. Town and Country Engineering Staff report and discussion on Center St. Brian Berquist and Nick Bubolz from Town and Country Engineering present to discuss work on streets, sewers and water mains. Project will take 2 years and cost around $2.5 million. Phase 1 includes Hwy 14 to Ray Street which includes South Street and North Blue Mounds. Phase 2 includes everything south of Ray Street, which starts next year. First phase 2016 is estimated for completion early October. Assessments, they do not assess sidewalks, do assess curbs, 50% of the curb cost is spread across the lineal footage of the project. Each homeowner is only assessed for the footage in front of their property. Preliminary assessment only, final assessment will be done once the project is completed. Center street project is assessed at $22.82 and South Street is assessed at $14.85, less curb replacement on South Street. Sewer laterals are customer responsibility, capped at ½ the distance to the right away. If sewer lateral has already been replaced it will not have to be done again, cost will go down for some customers. 5% contingency has been added for unexpected issues. Repayment term is three years.
