MINUTES
1.  Call Public Hearing to Order/Roll Call:  Village Board President Pat Troge called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.  Those in attendance upon roll call: Pritchett, Coyle, Miller, Troge, Parrell, Esser, Turk.  Quorum present.  Also present: Shellie Benish, Clerk/Treasurer.
2. Pledge of Allegiance: Recited
3. Proof of Posting: A copy of the notice was delivered to the following on 7/3/2015 faxed to the News Sickle Arrow, the official newspaper for the Village; posted at the Black Earth Municipal Building and Black Earth Post Office, posted on the Black Earth Web Page (www.blackearthwisconsin.com) and faxed for posting to the State Bank of Cross Plains – Black Earth Branch. Noticed
4.  Discussion/Action on CIVIC software systems.  Presentation by Mike Laesch.  Payment terms are negotiable.  Have the quote updated so that it’s still good for another 60-90 days, with regards to pricing.  Will look at other options and get other bids to ensure this is the best option for us.    
5. Discussion/Action on Resolution 2015-9 Annual Compliance Maintenance Resolution – Sewer.  Esser/Pritchett motioned to approve Resolution 2015-9 Annual Compliance Maintenance Resolution-Sewer.  Motion passes.
6.  Discussion/Action on Hillcrest Rd. paving and LRIP funds.  Will need to determine what happens if all the funds are not used at this time; will it be possible to use the rest of the funds at a later date.  
Esser/Miller motioned to use the LRIP funds for Hillcrest Rd as long as the remaining funds can be saved/used for future use.  Esser amended his original motion to use the budget money to repair Hillcrest Rd. and save the LRIP funds for future use.  Turk seconded.  Motion withdrawn.  
Esser/Coyle motioned to use the LRIP funds for the repair of Hillcrest Rd. as long as the remaining balance can be used at a later date for other projects.  If not, look at other projects that would use all of the LRIP funds.  Roll call vote:  Esser-yes, Coyle-yes, Pritchett-no, Miller-no, Troge-no, Parrell-no, Turk-yes. Motion fails.  
Troge/Parrell motioned to use LRIP funds for Hillcrest Rd. with matching Village funds.  If the remaining LRIP funds cannot be saved/used at a later date, then use the budgeted Village street project funds.  Roll call vote:  Pritchett-yes, Miller-no, Troge-yes, Parrell-yes, Turk-no, Esser-yes, Coyle-no.  Motion passes 4-3.
7.  Discussion/Action on Loger Driveway.  No action taken.  The Board feels this is between the Contractor and the owner.
8.  Discussion/Action on Vandewalle & Associates proposal for Economic Development Planning.  
Esser/Miller motioned to approve Vandewalle & Associates proposal for Economic Development Planning using TIF funds, budgeted Village funds, Alliant Grant awarded and apply for additional grants.  Motion passes unanimously. 
9.  Discussion/Action License Applications:
a. Temporary Class B beer license:
i. Field Days.  
Parrell/Miller motioned to approve the Temporary Class B beer license for Field Days.  Motion passes unanimously.
ii. Friends of the Black Earth Library – October Fund Raiser.  
Esser/Parrell motioned to approve the Temporary Class B beer license for Friends of the Black Earth Library – October Fund Raiser.  Motion passes unanimously.  
b. Amplifying Device permit for Field Days.  
Troge/Pritchett motioned to approve the Amplifying Device permit for Field Days.  Motion passes unanimously.

a.   Vanguard Commission (Pat Troge):  Last met June 17, 2015.  Will be getting the annual true-up at the next meeting; trucks passed annual inspections; almost all Black Earth area large work projects have been done; Troge elected President; GPS discussion.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 22, 2015 at 6:30 pm at Mazomanie.  
b.   Black Earth Fire District (Pat Troge):  Did not meet.  
c. Dane-Iowa Wastewater Commission (Troy Esser):  Last met June 18, 2015.  Paid bills; approved budget.  There was a 7% increase in the budget due to phosphorous, engineering and health insurance; Plan on updating the Equipment and System replacement schedule, including the cost involved; no violations.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 23, 2015 at 6:30 at Dane-Iowa.   
d. EMS Committee (JoAn Turk):  Did not meet.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 9, 2015 at 6:30 pm.
e. Police Committee (James Coyle):  Did not meet.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 15, 2015 at 5:30 pm.
f. Library Committee (Ted Pritchett):  Last met June 15, 2015.  Summer programs have been well attended; paid bills; Friends of the Library talking about their fall trivia contest and pie auction.  The next meeting is scheduled for July 20, 2015
g. Public Works Committee: (Tom Parrell):   Last met June 8, 2015.  Did site visit to 1810 East Street to inspect the driveway; did trial with Cross Plains for the street sweeping. There are Grant opportunities available through the County PARC and DNR Trails that could help us move it into Black Earth; Wisconsin Heights Youth Softball – They are looking for a donation to offset the cost of a batting cage- add to the next board agenda as an action item.
