1. Call to Order by Troy Esser – Senior Committee Member and Roll Call of Members of the Public Works Committee and Confirmation of Quorum
2. Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws.  
3.  Public Comment (3 minutes per person). – None.  
4.  Tony Danz, Public Works Supervisor Report. – Discussion of leaves, closing the bathrooms at Veterans Park and winterizing them.  Discussion of chipping brush until the snow flies.  Discussion on placing plows on the trucks and fixing/repairing equipment.  Discussion of picking up salt for the winter.  Discussion of the road project.  Discussion of picking up benches, flower pots and garbage containers.  Will check out picnic tables for repairs and place the fencing corners for the cemetery.
5. Consideration/motion/update on Wellington/Center road project – Discussion on the landscapers working on Hall, Wellington and Center Streets.  The rock wall on Center St will be done tomorrow.  Discussion on driveways along Center St.
6.   Consideration/motion/update on Park St bridge repair – Discussion of cracks in the face of the bridge.  Cut down the tree nearby the bridge.  Moved the reflector signs from posts to the bridgework itself.
7.   Consideration/motion/update on lawn mowing time schedule – Discussion of drive times between mowing.  Discussion of contracting out for mowing services.  The cost would be cheaper for the village to maintain the current services.
8.   Consideration/motion/update on 1995 Chevy 3 Yard Dump Truck replacement bids – Discussion of getting a brand new truck for $37,400 for a 4 wheel drive truck and $34,200 for a two wheel drive truck.  The box of the truck would cost $8,000, a snow plow would cost $6,500 and warning lights would cost $2,000.  The village would use the old truck as a back up truck.  The ’95 truck received new tires, alignment, balancing, end links and swaybar.  The power steering is leaking as well as the oil cooler lines.  Discussion of price quotes.  
9.   Consideration/motion/update on Mills St vandalized sidewalk repair – Discussion of vandalism of the sidewalk on Mills St.  Discussion of making the person who vandalized the sidewalk pay for repairs.  Will review the issue in the spring.
10. Consideration/motion/update on Center St water leak – Will fix the leak in the spring, will continue to monitor the situation.
11. Consideration/motion/update on salt storage site – Discussion of an informal agreement that the Public Works Superintendent has with the Township.  The Township stores any extra salt for the village and then purchases it for the previous year’s price.  Discussion of a salt bay with the Township.   
12. Consideration/motion/update on 2010 budget – Discussion of finishing the sidewalk on Center St. for an estimate of $5,000 down to Stephanie Ct.  
13. Any other informational items to be brought before this committee – Discussion of 1446 Spring St. dumping brush in the street and creating a hazard.  Discussion of the street sweeper.
