Discussion of unloading and distributing the Magic Mix for the infield.  Motion to approve up to $5,500 for Magic Mix for the field by Beacon of Middleton by R. Bratton, seconded by B. Marty.  Motion carries, no vote by J. Coyle.
8. Discussion/action on $1500.00 donation from the Lester Johnson Family for Trash/Recycling Bins in Veterans Park – Discussion of the history of the Cans for Cans project.  Discussion of monies left in the account.  Discussion of parks to get the cans.  Discussion of using funds to buy two sets for the park instead of one set.
