6. Consideration/motion on Picnic Tables at Red Hawk Valley Park.  The tables that were not placed under the shelter at the Red Hawk Valley Park will be placed in the park by the public works department next year.  
7. Consideration/motion on 2008/2009 Budget.  No action taken.
8. Consideration/motion on lots in Ripp Meadow.  Lots in Ripp Meadow are currently going between $76,000 and $77,000.  One the tenth lot is sold in Ripp Meadow, the park lot can be purchased and the park planning can begin.
9. Consideration/motion on Grant Applications.  No action taken, just to know that there are grants out there, and the parks, and recreations committee would like to utilize Rick for this service.  
10. Consideration/motion on capital projects fund.  No action taken, but would like to look at this at the end of the year again, incase money has not been spent; they can carry it forward in the capital projects parks fund.
11. Consideration/motion on wish list / to do list for 2009 and beyond.  Tony would like to add removing the shrubs in front of the Veteran’s Park bathroom house, and replace them with trees.  Will be getting quotes for trees and installation of trees, and bring back to the next parks, grounds and recreations committee.
D Wood moved to have Rick write up a grant to have rubberized mulch installed in the park, second H Reader.  Motion carried all ayes.

Tony is to get an updated quote on the community park liner, and the concession stand roof repair.
D Wood moved to have Rick apply for the DNR Forestry grant for the trees that the parks, grounds and recreations committee want to plant in the parks, second R Bratton.  Motion carried all ayes.
12. Consideration/motion regarding additional informational items.  Keep the cans-4-cans information in the newsletter and on the web site, as we are going to continue collecting the cans.  Tony will look into the catalogs, and as we have the money, we will be purchasing the cans, as we would like to have cans installed before concerts in the park, and field days.
