IT Committee Report (Pat Frey)  No report, however we are still finishing up the installation of the new telephone and internet service from TDS and we hope that will be installed by the end of December, beginning of January.

Parks Committee Report (Pat Frey)  Pat gave verbal report, Heather has resigned from chair, and Renee is now the chair of the parks committee, all the work that can be done for the year at the Veteran’s park is done, and Tony is to schedule the installation of the metal roof at the Community Park.
9)  Discussion/action on increasing the transmission pole expenditures.  No action taken, Ralph is gathering more information and will let the board know when they need to make a decision.
10)  Discussion/action on purchase of Black Earth Elementary Grade school water meter at an approximate cost of $ 1000.  R Bratton moved to purchase a water meter and an approximate cost of $1000 for the Black Earth Elementary Grade school, second J Myers.  Motion carried all ayes.
11) Discussion/action on reallocation of the $800 that was to be used towards the installation of the old street lights.  No action taken, we could not find out where the original $800 was to come from.
12) Discussion/action on Invoices.  J Myers moved to approve the invoices, second B Marty.  Motion carried all ayes.
13) Discussion/action on ACH Agreement with the Black Earth State Bank.  P Frey moved to approve the ACH Agreement with the Black Earth State Bank, second P Troge.  Motion carried all ayes.
14) Discussion/action on Flood Plain Status.  No action taken, at this time the DNR has signed off and sent all our documents to FEMA.
15) Discussion/clarification of Veteran’s Park Organic treatment.  The Public Works Department will not put any lawn products that contain chemicals on the Veteran’s Park for a period of 2 years.
16) Discussion/action on remainder of FEMA funds.  Motion by P Troge that the remainder of the FEMA funds is to be spent as follows:  Public Works Enclosed Utility Trailer $4000, Police Car Squad LED Bar $2300, Public Works Department small shop tools/small snow blower $1500, Replace 3rd computer in the Village Office $1000,  Beatty Cemetery $1300 towards the fencing fund, second T Esser.  Motion carried.  If any of the allocated funds are not spent in full, the remaining balance will go into the pool of money used to pay down the loan at the Black Earth State Bank.
17) Discussion/action on under spent village line items.  Money that is left in lime items at the end of the year, will be pooled together and be used to pay down the loan note at the Black Earth State Bank.
18) Discussion/action on County Interoperable Emergency Radio System.  No action taken, at this time we do not want to sign on with the county, as they will then make us pay for the maintenance, that they had originally agreed to pay.
19) Discussion/action on Village Administrator Status.  No action taken.
