Minutes for Black Earth Public Works and Utility Services Committee

1. Call to Order by Justine Myers – Public Works Chair

2. Roll Call of Members of the Public Works Committee and Confirmation of Quorum – James Coyle, Troy Esser and Justine Myers.
3. Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws.  
4. Public Comment (3 minutes per person) – Troy Esser 1307 Madison Street; Discussing sidewalks and replacing two squares to be on the list for sidewalk replacement.  
5. Tony Danz, Public Works Supervisor Report – Discussing fixed light post along Mills Street.  Last useable light post.  Discussion of ordering light posts in order to replace broken ones.  Will research different designs.  Discussion of how the light post broke.  Spraying weeds on main street.  Discussion of spraying weed around old feed mill.  Discussion of reimbursement for spraying weeds.  Discussion of awning being taken down so that people do not think the old feed mill is a functioning business.  Chevy truck a/c has quit working $575 to repair it, taillight issues and other maintenance issues.  Discussion of the weather and protecting the Public Works Department employees from the heat.  Discussion of jetting sewers.  Discussion of painting and gluing back together the signs for the Village.  Discussion of mowing the residence at 1306 Ray St twice.  Discussion of general ballpark maintenance for the Parks Committee and for Field Days.  Discussion of the basketball court and the maintenance of the backboards, hoops and nets in Community Park.              
6. Consideration/motion/update on Pool Fill Credit – Discussion of residents filling up their pools and then receiving a bill with a large sewer rate charge.  Write up a policy that would be consistent to allow residents to fill up their pool, measure their use and receive a credit on the sewer portion of their bill.  A permit form would be the way to go.  Discussion of working with the Village Administrator to create the permit form.  
7. Consideration/motion/update on PW & US Committee May 23, 2011 Minutes – Change the minutes to reflect that Troy Esser did not call the meeting to order.  
Motion to approve the minutes from the May 23, 2011 meeting pending the change to #1, by T. Esser, seconded by J. Coyle.  Motion carries.
8. Consideration/motion/update on Community Park – Bush on sidewalk – Discussion of ripping them out or cutting them down.  Tony will trim them and if they need to be removed they will be removed.  Discussion of new trashcans in the park.  
9. Consideration/motion/update on East – Hwy KP, Sidewalk ends – Discussion of repairing the sidewalk there at the homeowner’s expense.  Discussion of Tony notifying the property owner of the sidewalk issue and the repair.  
10. Consideration/motion/update on Mowing treatment for parks that are not included in the organic treatment – Discussion of the park in Ripp Meadows and the other parks that are receiving the weed and feed treatments.  Discussion of the Red Hawk Subdivision park maintenance.  
11. Consideration/motion/update on 2012 Budget Wish List Items – Discussion of items that need replacement the committee should budget for in 2012 and increase funding in different line items.  Discussion of purchasing a new snow blower after this coming snowfall.  Discussion of purchasing Bobcat or leasing the Bobcat and the paperwork.      
11. Consideration/motion/update on additional sidewalks for 2011 replacement – Discussion of sidewalks that are not included in the pathway project from Nicole Ct to Red Hawk.  Spray painting problem sidewalks a different color than the ones that are in the pathway project.  Discussion of spending $3,000 on the other sidewalks with $1,000 for contingencies.  Discussion of funding left over in other line items that can be used this year or next year for streets or for sidewalks.  Discussion of carryover for next year, to do more sidewalks.  Discussion of having Tony measuring out the distance for a sidewalk project next year for Center Street.  Discussion of East Street and the maintenance that has to be done on it as well as Hill Crest and Horse Shoe.  
12. Consideration/motion/update on pricing for chipper box/door – Tony is trying to get four quotes on the chipper box.  Discussion of some of the chipper box price quotes that are already in.  Discussion of retro fitting current box onto the new truck.  
13. Consideration/motion/update on ordering LED trial street light – Discussion of the electric budget being able to pay for a new trial light.  Discussion of where to place the trial light.  Discussion of the type of light fixture to be used.  Discussion of labor costs and other issues involved in changing out the lights and the wattage of the LEDs.  Discussion of a plan to start putting up LED lights along Mills Street.  Discussion of PSC charges on the lights.  Discussion of the light on the bridge in Mazomanie.     
13. Any other informational items to be brought before this committee – Discussion of the sidewalk square that was vandalized on Mills Street and looking to see if it could be ground down to hide it.  Discussion of sidewalk filler for the vandalized part of the sidewalk.  Discussion of grinding the stump down for a tree that had been cut down previously.  Discussion of other sidewalks in the Village in need of replacement.  Discussion of sidewalk being ground down instead of replaced and the costs involved.  Discussion of the costs to have the Village remove snow from undeveloped lots in subdivisions as well as quotes from other businesses.  Discussion of pea gravel on KP by the county.  Discussion of the residence that does not mow their yard and if the letter of warning was sent.
