1. Call to Order Parks, Grounds and Recreations Committee member by Acting Chair Pat Frey, Roll Call of Members of the Parks, Grounds & Recreations Committee and Confirmation of Quorum

2. Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws
  
3. Discussion/action on Minutes from the Previous Meeting on May 25, 2011 – Motion to approve the minutes from the May 25, 2011 meeting by B. Marty and seconded by R. Bratton.  Motion carries.

4. Discussion/action on appointment of Chairperson – Motion to appoint Beth Marty as Chairperson by R. Bratton and seconded by P. Frey.  Motion carries.
 
5. Discussion/action on Parks Committee Budget – Discussion of the budget and wood chips coming out of the budget line item.  Discussion of cans for cans program and the grill to be installed in the park.  The grill is not in yet.  

6. Discussion of park maintenance items completed by Tony – Discussion of the roof and shingles for the bathrooms in Veterans Park.  The shingles project will cost $3,500 using Public Works labor.  Discussion of playground equipment and donations of time for the project.  Willing to use volunteers to roof the bathrooms at the park.  Discussion of asking for volunteers and an article in the News Sickle Arrow for volunteers after Field Days events.  The concession stand is fixed, but not stained and the doors were painted.  No wood chips yet and the grill prep should be occurring soon.  Discussion of benches being placed at Red Hawk as well as a port – o – potty.  

7. Discussion/action on Veterans Park Shelter Roof Bids – Discussed previously on agenda item number six. 


8. Discussion/action on Pop Machine in Veterans Park – The machine will be an aquifina machine.  It will have water, gatoraid, lemonaide and some pepsi in bottles.  It will be a full service machine.  The Village will receive it soon.  Pepsi brings it in, in the spring, checks it every week, keeps product in it and takes it away in the fall.  

9. Discussion/action on Bathroom Floors at Veterans – Discussion of a product to cover the bathroom floors.  It would last up to 10 years longer than the painted floors.  Using a concrete floor paint and can’t handle the moisture.  Discussion of an epoxy, which will wear out sooner.  Different colors in floor and makes moping easier.  Question regarding if it is guaranteed and for how long.  Discussion of using the product and how much it would cost.  Discussion of the budget and if there would be enough money for the floor project.  Discussion of time to paint the floor and closing the bath house for a day or two.  Discussion of painting now and using the product later.

10. Discussion/action on Weed Control – Discussion of the proposal from Barnes and the cost.  Can we do anything now?  Discussion of the services and organic use of fertilizer and weed control.  Discussion of the traffic on the park grass due to the concerts and Field Days.  Discussion of using chemicals.  It is organic until the Village Board overturns the policy.  Need to do due diligence and ask an expert if it is a failure.  Mow the park every Tuesday.

11. Old or New Business – Discussion of the rec program and swim bus.  Had the swim bus for one month.  Give the go ahead on the program.  Put a notice in the paper for the week after next June 22.  One day of the week on Wednesday.

12. Setting of Next Meeting – July 20, 2011 at 6pm.  The third Wednesday of the month.
