Stats. 19.85(1)(c)  and (e) considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility; and deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session  (Roll call vote) – Motion to enter into closed session by R. Bratton and seconded by T. Esser.  
P. Frey objecting to the closed session nature of the meeting.  Reading from articles arguing against a closed session.

K. Millonzi discussing the negotiating and proposal nature of the meeting falling under the closed session rule.

R. Stapleton and legal representation letting the board know that they will leave for the Village Board to discuss the lease agreement in a closed session negotiating strategy.

R. Stapleton commenting on the process of removing a tower and what will be left over if it is removed.  This issue is very unlikely to happen nowadays.  

C. Krawczyk – Discussing the options for removal or leaving structures behind.  

R. Stapleton – Talking about the option and AT&T’s willingness to take off one year from the option to go from two years to one year and market forces.  

P. Troge – Discussing the 3% annual increase, revenue share of the co-location.  

C. Krawczyk – Talking about paying rent for ground space by co-locators.

P. Troge – Commenting on the size of the proposed tower compound.  

R. Stapleton – Discussing co-locators and their responsibilities to the Village and payment.  

P. Troge – Asking about power and metering to the tower site.

R. Stapleton – Talking about AT&T’s responsibility for power and telephone for the site as well as a propane generator for the structure.
T. Esser and P. Troge – Discussing the road to the tower and AT&T funding the repair of the road after construction.  

R. Stapletong – Talking about the responsibilities of AT&T to repair the road and adding additional blacktop to the structure.  

K. Millonzi – Discussion of taxes on the tower and property if it is a municipal property.  

P. Troge – Asking about site clarification, pole design, security lighting and fencing around the compound.  

R. Stapleton – Describing the style of fencing, gates and landscaping.
