Call to Order the Village Board by Village President
Recitation of Pledge of Allegiance

1) Confirmation of Quorum and Roll Call of Members of the Village Board – All board members present.
2) Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws – P. Frey objecting to the meeting.  Reading from state statutes regarding open meetings laws.  Stating that he discussed the issue with Claire Silverman of the League of Wisconsin Municipalities.  P. Troge and P. Frey discussing open meetings law and actions.  P. Frey asking of P. Troge is willing to go by the word of a municipal attorney over the League of Wisconsin Municipalities’ attorney.  P. Frey and P. Troge discussing Robert’s Rules of Order and P. Frey’s objection and whether the objection receives an automatic vote or a second.  
Vote on P. Frey’s objection to the meeting that it was not properly noticed and the meeting should not proceed:  P. Troge, R. Bratton, T. Esser – voting yes the meeting should proceed  P. Frey, B. Marty – no the meeting should not proceed.
3) Public Comment on Items Not on the Agenda (Limit 3 minutes per person.) – Jeff Spreen spelling out his name.  Discussing the last meeting in regards to the Conditional Use Permit.  Crowd speaking out.  P. Troge responding to multiple questions by Mr. Spreen regarding the Conditional Use Permit, the approval process and past meetings regarding consideration and authorization of the Conditional Use Permit.  Robert Stapleton asking to respond/speak and Jeff Spreen responding that he is talking to the Village Board he voted for if R. Stapleton wants to respond to P. Troge that is fine Jeff Spreen does not need R. Stapleton to talk directly to him because Mr. Spreen is asking questions. P. Troge wanting to read from a letter from Village Attorney Kay Millonzi.  P. Frey asking P. Troge if the Village Attorney has read the ordinances.  Jeff Spreen speaking on his letter to appeal the Conditional Use Permit to the Village Board of Appeals.  Discussing a letter from Village Attorney Kay Millonzi regarding his attempt to appeal the Village Board’s decision on the Conditional Use Permit.  P. Frey stating that in the ordinances any resident has the opportunity to challenge and appeal to the board.  Jeff Spreen says that he has contacted Village Attorney Millonzi and she has not returned his calls.  P. Troge reading from Kay Millonzi’s letter regarding the situation.  Crowd member talking to P. Troge without naming themselves.  P. Troge and P. Frey discussing the Conditional Use Permit.  Crowd members and P. Frey discussing the appeals process and the Village Board of Appeals with P. Troge.  P. Frey requesting the receipt of payment and stating that the payment should be $340.      R. Stapleton describing the process that he and AT&T has gone through in order to get to the current meeting.  P. Frey stating that we as a board and we as a Village Administrator did not follow the ordinances.  Village Administrator Dennison stating that he went by what the Conditional Use Permit Applications indicated and that is $230.  P. Frey and Village Administrator Dennison discussing the posting of the meeting.  P. Frey questioning the verbiage of the announcement.  Administrator Dennison responding that he discussed the issue with League of Wisconsin Municipalities Claire Silverman and Village Attorney Kay Millonzi and they both said that it was ok.  C. Krawczyk suggesting that he, R. Stapleton and AT&T is willing to come back to specify that there is a communication facility by AT&T at that site and the Board will meeting again on the issue.  

Motion to table any type of vote in regards to the Conditional Use Permit until we can properly post this meeting it will be approximately 25 days from now by P. Troge and seconded by R. Bratton.  Motion carries.
