MINUTES

1. Call to Order.  Chairman Parrell called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.
2. Roll Call of Members of the Public Works Committee and Confirmation of Quorum.  Upon roll call present: Parrell, Pritchett, and Esser.
3. Confirmation of Public Notice and Compliance with Open Meetings Laws. PROOF OF POSTING:   A copy of the notice was delivered on February 14, 2020, to the following:  Duly noticed.

4. Public Comment (3 minutes per person).  No one present.
5. Discussion/Action regarding January 27, 2020, Meeting Minutes. Pritchett/Parrell motioned to approve.  Motion approved.
6. Discussion/Action on 2020 budget. Schultz stated he had not reviewed the budget with Admin. Benish before the meeting.  Parrell questioned an expense on Xmas lights.  More detail at the next meeting.
7. Discussion/Action on Black Earth Elementary follow up. The school will help with dumpsters, additional mowing, and ballfield prep if no JV game, put up/down batting cage.  Clarification on the “maybe” able to help with from school needed.  Handicap parking stall: will do some lining this summer on pavement north of cutout.
8. Discussion/Action on Community Park project updates.  Nick from Town & Country Engineering present.
a. Ballfield preparation: Scoreboard installed and being corrected on the name; fence when the weather cooperates; on schedule to get the roof on the concession stand weather dependent.  Still on schedule for April 2 to be ready on the field. June 15 is the completion date according to the bid.  (Esser appeared) Home Talent discussion – first home game April 26; concession stand will not be ready for this game yet; electric outlet in the old position yet.
9. Discussion/Action on Inflow and Infiltration assessment 2020.  I-n-I proposal for the Village to see costs of firms versus staff assessing system.
10. Discussion/Action on Alternate Side Parking Ordinance and enforcement.  Brian is getting new stickers to correct hours on the current street signs reflecting ordinance. PWD states alternate side parking has made a considerable difference in plowing streets.  Some issues still occur with vehicles yet.  Enforcement is the issue. 
11. Discussion/Action on Street light replacements. Shawn is still waiting on the information he was to get. He should have data by the end of the week. If we cannot get matching lights, Tom would like to see that the different ones are placed together. This would require that we pay for the extra labor of moving some lights around. 
12. Discussion/Action on Black Earth Chamber requests: 
a.  Welcome signs and maintenance.  We already maintain the signs with mulch and mowing. We are willing to consider blooming shrubs but not yearly plants. Maybe the FFA would like to volunteer.
b. Park Street closure for Chamber concert series summer 2020.  Until there are too many to run up Center St, Tom would like to leave Park street open for Seniors and Handicap usage. Sarbacker lot can be used for parking, and the deal was we mow it we can park on it. Public Works Committee does not approve the closing of Park St. move to Village Board for further discussion.
13. Discussion/Action on Public Works Director items: 
a. Vehicle & Equipment Updates New cutting edge and skid plates for the bobcat. The international will need a new power steering pump.
b. Project plan updates – old concession stand cleared out. 
c. Staff Updates - working on employee reviews should be complete by the end of the week.
d. General Items for Brian. – Premier lot and snow dumping. 
14. Other items for future agenda discussions.  Caminiti extension and easement concerns; trail proposal for the Village done a few years ago.
15. Set the next Public Works committee meeting date. March 16 at 6:00 pm.
