1. Call to Order. Chairman Parrell called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.
2. Roll Call of Members of the Public Works Committee and Confirmation of Quorum. Upon roll call present: Parrell, Pritchett, and Esser. Quorum Confirmed. Also, in attendance, Gena Levenhagen, Deputy Clerk, and Brian Schultz, Director of Public Works. Present on the Phone was Nick Bubolz from Town & County.

4. Public Comment (3 minutes per person).  None
5. Discussion/Action regarding the February 17th, 2020 Meeting Minutes. Not available will approve the next meeting. 
6. Discussion/Action on Community Park project updates. It should be complete by June. The path should be completed in May. Paint, electric, and plumbing work is proceeding in the concession stand. Power has been run to the scoreboards. The soft fence is still not up. 
7. Other update from Town and Country. We did not receive the MLS grant. ITA was submitted to DNR, and the next step is to get a plan together for street reconstruction & submit. Board decided to wait until next year but would like to move ahead on Cleary St & Maple St. plan at the cost of $20,000.00. Board would like this to be on the next agenda to discuss finances with Shellie. 
8. Discussion/Action on Inflow and Infiltration assessment 2020. It will be approximately $10,000.00 costs to televise and Jet half of the back lot. Questions about funding available. Place on the agenda for the next meeting so Shellie can answer funding questions.
9. Discussion/Action on Shoe Box Sidewalk discussion. Shoe Box has the plans and has not responded.
10. Discussion/Action on Truck purchase bids. Brian received bids on Ford trucks from Middleton Ford and Hallada. There was not much difference in the two prices, although Middleton Ford offered an extended warranty. Parrell said he would like to see another bid, Brian agreed. 
11. Discussion/Action on Public Works Director items: 
a. Vehicle & Equipment Updates – Got quotes from Middleton Ford and Hallada Motors other than Middleton Ford giving an extended warranty, there was not much difference in price. When discussing the new box and plow, Parrell said he would like to see another bid, and Brian agreed. The F350 had an oil leak repaired, and the International needed a new carbide. 
b. Project plan updates – Lead water service removal, leaking curb stop behind the Children’s Museum, street sweeping, and exercising valves. Meter replacement is on hold. Sidewalk plan will just continue from last year. 
c. Staff Updates- Committee asked that Brian bring his team back to full time. 
d. General Items for Brian. Check on the Ripp Meadows drainage ditch. It should run to the creek. Once it has been checked, decide on the best way to proceed and get back to Ripp.
12. Consideration/motion to enter into closed session pursuant to Wis. Stats. 19.85(1) (c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation, or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.
