MINUTES

1. Call to Order.	Administrator/Clerk/Treasurer Benish called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.
2. Discussion/Action on appointment of Committee Chair. Benish asked for a nomination of a chair from the floor.  Coyle/Wendt nominate Wahl.  Unanimously approved.  Wahl took the chair.
3. Roll Call and confirmation of Quorum. Benish took roll: Coyle, Wahl, Wendt in person; Matt Kahl, Megan Kahl, Lauri Statz via phone conference.  Also present: Admin. Benish, PWD Schulz, VP Esser.
4. PROOF OF POSTING:   A copy of the notice was delivered on May 15th, 2020 to the following:   by fax to the Star News; posted at Black Earth Municipal Building, Black Earth Village Web Page, by fax for posting to the State Bank of Cross Plains Black Earth branch and posted at the Black Earth Post Office.  Duly noticed.
5. Approve Meeting Minutes from: January 23, 2020. Wendt/Statz motioned to approve.  Motion passed Unanimously.
At this time Village President Esser asked for a moment to discuss the status of Park Committee size.  Chair Wahl allowed for comment.  Committee is currently an even amount and should be an odd number.  Can this be considered at next Parks meeting?  It has evolved from a 7 to 3 to 5 to 6 over numerous years.  Megan Kahl offered to step off or serve as an alternate if necessary. Benish will investigate alternates that can be on committee: ie: 1 Board and 1 Citizen or what.
6. Discussion/Action on opening Parks due to COVID closures.  Matt Kahl/Statz motioned to move this item to Village Board on June 2.  Motion approved.
7. Discussion/Action on Community Park.  Nick Bubolz from Town & Country presented.
a. Project status on Community Park: Expected to be complete and ready for final inspection by June 15th.  Close to budget amount with a small amount remaining for any changes.  Discussion: amount of money is not enough.  Graffiti sealant-NO; multiple sign options would have to be presented; Exposed concrete questioned-smoothed out but still needs work; West side concession window no overhang-Eave troughs being installed yet; Pathway from concession stand to existing shelter was underwater – 20’ section holding water- Meant to be “sheet flow” and will drain to the north, grading and landscaping to be done yet.  No one happy with options laid out on the lintel.  Can we hold off on any decision until walk through on the 15th?  Yes.  Other note: Recognition to Dane County as part of the grant needed yet.
i. Netting: Change order of $11200 to extend 85’ to prevent foul balls.  It was just a request to be brought up.  Would exceed bid amount.
ii. Mortar repair: Mortar issues on the block cleaned up but a little more work to do.  Lintel: lintel (overhang above garage door) is not straight along with above concession door under awning.  Lintel options:
A. Do nothing and offer credit.  No structural concerns at this time. 1-year warranty, contingency funds held for a year.
B. Replace completely.  Blocks and mortar would look different as it comes from a new batch.  Replace Block completely, extend the warranty and repair any damage to asphalt or landscape as a result.  Motion by Wendt/Matt Kahl.  Motion approved.
C. Provide a sign and cash not to exceed $1000 and install to cover up.
D. Grind down bottom and smooth it out with a sealant on it.
E. $500 cash with a “graffiti sealant”.  Life expectancy of sealant is 3 years.
iii. Wrapping of posts under awning: Treated lumber right now.  $1400 to wrap by contractor.  Possible better rate by others.
b. Changes: None other than discussed above.
c. Opening celebration:  Wahl/Coyle to table this until next meeting.  Approved.
d. Painting of old concession stand:  Trim needs to be replaced.  Bombers wanted use of this shelter.  Would Bombers address the building needs?  Fundraiser’s? High School uses it for storage too.  Water is stubbed outside by garage door to water field.  Electrical is on, lights work, cooler of Home Talent, netting for batting cage still inside.  Phil Caminiti has volunteered his time to maintain field. Village owned building.  Village pays insurance, water/sewer/electric, grounds. 
e. Home Talent and items: Planning on July 10th for a game.  Can we get to a meeting to discuss collaboration of old concession stand?  Benish to contact Holly for next meeting.
f. Bathroom hand dryers or towels: $2500 to be installed, additional wiring, etc.  Wahl/Coyle to table this until next meeting and run through can be done.  Approved.
g. Picnic tables and garbage cans: PWD got prices, put in to the bid for the project.  Can get a better price if Village orders versus contractor.  Discussion on credit from contractor first before we look at this.  If credit is significant enough, could order through contractor. Aluminum tables were $800 a piece with handicap accessibility.  It is in bid tab under allowance.  $12000 for allowances in contract.  Trash cans almost as expensive.  $460/pc for 33 gal. Dome top an extra $100. 45-gallon size $536 with $92 for the tops; 55 gallon $580 per piece.  Not recommended for a 55-gallon size. 
Wahl/Coyle to approve purchase of 3- 6’ tables and 2-8’ handicap tables, 1 for each shelter.  45-gallon garbage cans (2).  Motion approved.
8. Discussion/Action on Vet’s Park:
a. Fence around pump house: $2200 if we leave existing post in.  Composite wood.  Wendt/Matt Kahl to move ahead with fence.  Color – dark brown composite fencing.  Approved.  Motion amended Wahl/Wendt to table until next meeting until color specs can come in.  Approved.
b. Fascia bids: Contacted 3 for proposals.  One proposal came in from Holler & Sons for $4950.  Color discussion:  Brian will bring in color specs for next meeting before decision made. 
c. Fertilization:  Bids from Weed Man and True Green came in for Village Hall and Veterans Park.   Benish brought up Village Hall really doesn’t need this as it is pretty small space.  Can obtain Weed and Feed if needed at all.  Discussion on bringing in a bid from Olson Toon, school taking care of ballfield.  Coyle/Wahl get bid from Olson Toon for Veteran’s Park, if it comes in less than $387 approve Olson Toon.  Get a price for small ball field from both Olson Toon and True Green for future discussion.  
9. Setting of Next Meeting.  Combine meeting with Public Works on June 15th  at Community Park.  Walk through at Community Park at 6 p.m.
10.  Adjournment of Parks, Grounds and Recreations Committee.  Wendt/Statz to adjourn.  Meeting adjourned at 8:27 p.m.
