2. 3. Discussion/Action on Community Park: Scope of service with Town and Country to bid out repairs at Community Park due to flood event 2018: Summary from last meeting.
Scope of Service:
Path, Bathroom, Fence, toilets, picnic tables, Water Heater, Light Bulbs, Bleachers, and Scoreboards. 
Path from the School to Park Street need a complete overhaul. When redoing the bleachers the path will be redone as well. 
Next steps: Surveying Path and Bathroom, Plans in detail drawn up, DNR approval (there is a chance that the park is wetlands and would need special approval to move forward), Sending out to bid, Construction administration (does not include 24 hour operation, $12,000 would need to be added to the bid it this is wanted). 
Currently the bid is 38 to 42 thousand.
Discussion to add an enclosure for the dumpster or ask the school to share the cost of theirs.
Talk to Shellie about FEMA requirements and Deadlines.
Move to next Board meeting

5. Discussion/Action on Park’s Budget 2019. Talked about how much cushion money needs to be left in the budget. Is there enough to cover what FEMA does not cover? Options are no bathrooms or financing, but only LGIP budget will be spent.
