Park project scope $42,000 does not include delineation $4k and Observation $12K. Shellie explained FEMA visit, recommendations & moving ahead w/o $ from FEMA. Delineation is priority. Also, discussed time, bidding and borrowing for the project. Motion/Seconded Troge/Esser to move ahead with the Scope of Services from Town & Country Engineering for the Community Park - Approved
