1. Call Meeting to Order/Roll Call – Village of Black Earth Village Board Meeting called to order by President Troge at 6:30 pm.  Up roll call Kahl, Coyle, Pritchett, Troge, Esser and Wahl present. Parrell absent. Quorum present. Also present Administrator Benish and Public Works Director Schultz.

3. c. Dane-Iowa Wastewater Commission (Coyle) Met on May 16, 2019.  Appointed Peter Hubner as President.  RLU changed to $3.18/RLU for replacement fund.  Commission decided not to do the RLU study.  Village needs to show how many we are billing, Coyle and Benish will work together to get that information. $84,672/yr to designate at Village level.  Along with $65,361 true up.  Next meeting June 20, 2019 at     6:30 pm. 
d. EMS Committee Report (Pritchett) Met May 9, 2019, Elections and approved bills.  Run calls are about the same as last year, Cab and chassis should be built in June with expected delivery in late December.  Next meeting is July 11, 2019 at 6:30 pm. 
e. Library Committee Report (Coyle) - Met on May 21, 2019.  Approved reports, eliminated book fines.
i. Library Director Report- Carolyn Shaffer – Miles/Kristen visited school classrooms to promote Summer Reading Program, registration for summer activities stated June 1st, Library assisted with research for bridal gowns display at the Black Earth Historical Society Museum.  Library Board would like to schedule a meeting to discuss the Library Handbook.  Benish will send a list of questions/items to be altered to all Board Members and then a meeting will be scheduled. It is noted that the Library does not want lawyer involvement at this time. Next meeting is June 19, 2019 at 7:00 pm.
f. Public Works Committee Report (Parrell) – Parrell not present, Benish gave update.
i. Public Works Director Report- Brian Schultz – met May 21st, welcomed Esser to the committee, Parnell was appointed chair. Discussion regarding Bombers using the Community baseball field for practice and Public Works dragging it weekly.  Minutes and Financials were approved.  Landys and Gyr offered to do the ROI study on the EMR system.  CMAR report was reviewed and changes were made.  Vehicle update, street repair, bridge inspection repair, Red Hawk Pond depth (5’1”), and sidewalk replacements were discussed. Interviews for part-time position are scheduled.  Safety Training is scheduled for        June 18th. Fluoride treatment discussion will be added to the next agenda. Next meeting June 17, 2019 at 6:00 pm.  
Schultz: Public Works Department would like to take July 5th off.  Tony and Brian will be available in case of an emergency. Safety Training scheduled for June 18, 2019.  Hired part-time person, Paul Fosshage.  Talked to Mitch and Matt regarding fire hydrant makers.  Suggested to budget for next year and purchase after flow testing of the hydrants.  Recommendation: galvanized finish. Schultz will find out if there are any grants to cover the cost. New lights at Veterans Park are being installed.  Bridge caulking project completed.
1. Discussion/Action on ECMAR Report - Troge/Pritchett Motion to approve report with change to line 3.3 from $21,600 to $16,133.90.  Motion approved and carried unanimously.
2. Discussion/Action on Sand Bagging Policy – Schultz will check with other communities to see if they have a policies and obtain copies.  Troge/Kahl Motion to table the Sandbagging Policy until the Board receives additional language or copies of policies from other communities which the Village policy can mirror.  Motion carried unanimously.  
g. Plan Commission Report (Parrell) – Last met April 22, 2019.  Tentative meeting scheduled for June 19, 2019 at 6:00 pm to discuss Conditional Use Permit for Zero Lot Line at 210 Osprey Lane lot in Red Hawk Subdivision.  Waiting to receive application. 
h. Parks Committee Report (Esser) – Last meeting May 30, 2019.  Esser was appointed Chair.  Community Park delineation is almost completed.  Looking at total reconstruction of the Concession stand, leaving it in the same general area but making it larger.  Meeting with the Bombers on June 8, 2019 to see what changes they would like to see to the park.  Lighting project has started in Veterans Park. Removal or repair of the BBQ pit is being investigated.  Discussed repair of the shelter fascia. Next meeting is June 13, 2016 at 6:00 pm.
i. Economic Development Committee Report – none/no meeting/no meeting scheduled.
