Nick explained it will be located between both fields. Barsness stated that is too far for people to walk and doesn’t think it’s a good location and the ground is lower. Nick explained that it was a group decision. Kahl said that the decision was to move to utilize more space & more bathrooms. Bringing more benefit to the community by being another place we can rent out. There were also additional flooding concerns by Patty Olson, Jerald Barsness, & Mary Scott of 1222 Center St. with the newer location. Nick responded that both building and path with be raised, the concession stand will be 1 ft. higher than the current stand.
